Information

Re-enrollment forms and project guides ()
will be given to club leaders on \/
September 8. Itis very important  for

families to check over the pre-printed
information on the form to be sure it is
correct (hame, address, grade, birth (o
date, phone, school, age, etc.) Itis also
very important  to read through the projects already
printed on the form and to mark them appropriately
with a YES or NO to indicate your intent to re -enroll in
the project or not. Every project listed needs to be
marked yes or no!  If you are adding a new project,
then write that in the blank line. Include the project
number and name.

Enrollment forms and behavior expectation statements
are due to the UW-Extension Office by November 17.
All forms must be signed by the organizational

leader .

Please read all the information in the project guide.
There is a lot of information and many wonderful
projects that get overlooked. Try something new this
year!

The Wisconsin 4H year is defined as October 1
through September 30 for the purpose of definition in
this policy. According to the state 4 -H Policy
Committee, the following Wisconsin 4-H membership
policy is effective as of October 1, 2002.

Youth in kindergarten through second grade are
eligible to enroll in the Wisconsin 4-H program as
Cloverbuds. Youth in third grade through the next 4 -H
year following their graduation from high school will be
eligible for membership.
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+ Cloverbuds are grades k2.

Explorers are members in grade 3.

+ Members are grade 3 through grade 13, or the
year following high school graduation for the
entire 4-H year.

¢+ Home Schooled members will participate in 4-H in
their declared grade.

¢ Graduationd High school seniors may cease 4H
membership upon graduation from high school OR
participate as members in the year following high
school graduation for the entire 4 -H year.

+ District & State Eventsd Participation will be based
uponthe4-H member 6s GRADE.

+ National Eventsd Participation will be based upon
the AGE established for the event.
