4-H clubs and groups will soon receive their charter information for next
year. It is very important that these documents are completed and turned in
on time. The 4-H Charter formally recognizes a group's affiliation with 4-H
and grants the group permission to use the 4 -H Name and Emblem. It pro-
vides the permission for the 4-H club to be a subsidiary of National 4-H
Headquarters and eligibility for federal tax exemption status. All 4 -H groups
and committees that use the 4-H Name and Emblem and handle finances
and have a checkbook must be chartered. This includes accepting donations
and fundraising.
